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and their solutions are designed to help you feel better
prepared in an unfamiliar situation, and can also help you
decide what to keep on hand in your "emergency dog care
kit" that should be in every household.
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1. Sudden Physical Trauma: (such as getting hit by a
car or other heavy object, or any similar impact or
impalement)

Important: Your dog will need to get to a veterinarian right
away, no matter what condition he is in. Even if the dog has
no visible signs of bleeding, is conscious, alert, and acting
normally, it is essential to get him checked out thoroughly.
You can't always tell what internal damage has occurred
when a dog is hit hard, and immediate action can prevent
further damage. If your dog is conscious, restrain him in a
crate or pet carrier during the trip to the veterinarian. Keep
the dog calm and quiet, and if possible, let somebody sit in
