TRIMMING YOUR DOG'S
TOENAILS

Trimming your dog's toenails can be easy or difficult, much depends upon the owner,
the owner's competence and confidence. To make it easy, keep the toenails clipped on
a regular basis, either by your veterinarian (which is expensive but relieves you of the
responsibility) or do it yourself about every 10 days. Using a good set of clippers is
imperative to keeping this easy for yourself and simple for your dog to get use to.
Some breeders use a dremel tool with a sanding wheel on it, but you really should be
confident, and competent, in the use of clippers first. If your dog hasn't had his nails
clipped in a "long" time and they are like eagle talons, then you're going to have to clip
