and not relied on as a continued treatment. Some have found success in eliminating tear
staining by putting their dog on a ten day course of low dose tetracycline. Occasionally
this may need to be repeated. Do not use this in puppies that have not yet cut their adult
teeth. Tetracycline has been shown to cause teeth which have not erupted to permanently
stain yellow.

Vetropolycin

A sterile ophthalmic ointment, for the eyes. Use it for
10 days (1/4 inch strip in both eyes once a day and wash area with warm
water twice a day)

TUMS

If you need to change the pH of your dogs system to aid in preventing yeast or infection
then Tums is primarily a source of Calcium, known as an antacid formulated as 500 mg
Calcium Carbonate. Giving your dog 1/2 of the Fruit flavored variety twice a day will
help change the pH of the tears. This will change the tears' environment and can help
make it hostile for the continued growth of yeast and bacteria. There are some Maltese
exhibitors who use TUMS with success to control tearing before the dog shows.
